Tennis Tournament Rules & Regulations

1. Players, Substitutes and Roster Size and Identification

A. Each participant should bring their ID to the Recreation Center for
admission.

B. Players who are non members of the recreation center will receive a wrist
band to indicate you are participating in the tournament.

C. PLAYER’S WHO ARE NOT MEMBERS OF THE RECREATION
CENTER ARE NOT ALLOWED TO UTILIZE ANY EXERCISE
EQUIPMENT, UTILIZE THE BASKETBALL COURTS, SWIMMING
POOL, BILLIARDS, OR TABLE TENNIS.

D. All players must sign a player activity waiver before participating in
the tournament.

2. Time Regulations and Length of Game

A. Each game will commence of an 8 game set regular scoring.

B. Player’s must win by 2 games, if the score is tied 7 to 7 a tie breaker game
will be played to 7. Players will switch sides when the game scores equal
6.

C. Gentlemen’s rules apply, players must resolve there own disputes. If no
compromise can be made, players must replay the point.

D. All games shall be 45 minutes in length. If the match is not complete, team
who has the highest game/set points will be declared the winner.

3. Participant Conduct and Fair Play
A. All players and spectators will be held to a reasonable standard of conduct
and fair play.
B. Violators of this standard will be subject to sport-specific penalties, and/or
possible removal from the facility and future Recreational Sports events.

. UT-H Recreation department will provide tennis balls for the tournament.

Players are welcome to bring their own balls but it is not required. Extra
equipment, clothing, or beverages must remain in the seating area of the
tennis courts during play.

C. Teams must be able to play at any time during on Wednesdays and
Thursdays.
